SCI has one teacher for every 1.5 students.

Applications for admission should be sent either to the secretary at the primary campus location, or to the president at the administrative office, to be received by 31 May each year.  Seats are granted on a priority basis in tune with SCI’s goals.
Course of Study:

Students will cover a three-year cycle, entering at one of these years and graduating after they complete the cycle.

1st Year:  Bible Introduction, Bible Survey, Christian Living I and II, Ethics I, Genesis, Homiletics, Inter-testament Literature, Pentateuch, Prophets I and II, Psalms, Public Speaking,  Old Testament History I, II, III and IV, Old Testament Wisdom Literature, Substance Abuse Ministry, Teaching Home Bible Studies, Youth Ministry.
2nd Year:  Bible Geography, Christian Family, Church Administration, Church Finance, Concerning Care, Evangelism I and II, Health, Hermeneutic and Bible Study Methods, House Churches, Leadership I and II, Pastoral Counseling, Spiritual Gifts, Spiritual Preparation for Ministry, Teaching Techniques I and II, Theology of God, 
3rd Year:  Acts I and II, Comparative Religions, Creationism, General Epistles, Hebrews/Typology, Missions I and II, Men’s Ministry, Pastoring I and II, Pauline Epistles I, II, III and IV, Prayer & Spiritual Warfare, Revelation I and II, Revival and Worship, Woman’s Ministry.
Inter-term courses:

Christology I, II, III and IV

Systematic Theology I, II, III and IV.

Electives:

Literature Appreciation I, II and III
Music Appreciation I, II and III.

Scism Christian Institute also has a BTh course, which consists of the GTh plus courses in Church History I, II, III and IV and Apologetics.
Scism Christian Institute also has an MTh course with emphasis in one of these:

     Culture and Religion,

     History of Religion

     Literature of Religion

     Philosophy of Religion.

All students of the GTh study together for three years, fourteen weeks per year, fifty-five class periods per week.
A certificate of G.Th. is offered to those who complete the course of study while satisfying graduation requirements.
A certificate of completion is offered to those who complete three years of study without passing graduation requirements.

The course involves modular scheduling, wherein guest instructors complete their subject matter, evaluate learning of the students, and then depart.  The attention of students and faculty then moves to the next courses on the curriculum.

A 32-bed hostel is available.  Students may also be day scholars.

Fees are listed separately.  Financial aid varies from year to year.  Students pay a minority of cost of education, the remainder borne by grants.

Students must sign a behavior statement on registration day.  Hostellers must follow hostel rules; day scholars a different set.  No alcohol, tobacco, betel nut, gutka or illegal drug use is permitted.  Students disobeying behavioral rules will be expelled.

Scism Christian Institute is administered by a Senate, composed of a chairman, chancellor, lifetime honorary members, rotating ministerial members and presidents of each campus.  The Senate appoints the presidents, who serves five-year terms.  At the president’s request, the Senate appoints an advisory Council and principal.  The principal, with ratification of the president, appoints a management committee, including a financial officer.

The chancellor and presidents coordinate faculty appointment, admissions and curriculum development.  The principal daily administrates SCI.

Graduates and staff from Scism Christian Institute now serve in Australia, Bhutan, India, Malaysia, Myanmar, Nepal, New Zealand, United Kingdom, and the United States.
